Two Güntner aircooled cooling towers, model
S-GFH, operate at a lofty height, at the high-
est situated transmitter station of Germany, op-
erated by the Bayerischer Rundfunk on the
Wendelstein. Its peak towers at 1,838 meters
above the Mangfall range. As of May 2005, the
Bayerischer Rundfunk has been broadcasting
from there the new TV standard DVB-T, being
one of the first stations to do so.

The Fellhorn – at a height of 2037 meters,
it is in winter Germany's biggest ski arena,
and in summer it is one of the most beauti-
ful flower-covered mountains, much valued by
hikers. The mountain station at Oberstdorfer
Fellhornbahn (teleferic) was erected under the
direction of the operating company Fellhorn-
bahn GmbH, taking into consideration environ-
mentally friendly methods and with ecological
monitoring. The Güntner models GDF 020E/14
and GVM 037A/1 are completely integrated in-
to the environmentally friendly operation of the
plant.
